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Monday 1% ‘We proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling block to some and foolishness to others, but to those who are
called, it is Christ the power and wisdom of God. For God’s foolishness is wiser than human wisdom.’

(from 1 Corinthians 1: 23-25). Give thanks that you are called to be a “fool’ for Christ and pray for an opportunity and
the power to do that today and every day.

Wednesday 3™ ‘King of Glory! Soul of bliss! Everlasting life is this, you to know, your power to prove, thus, to sing and
thus to love.! (Charles Wesley StF298:5) Lord teach me to sing your love!

Thursday 4% ‘| know that my Redeemer lives — what joy the blest assurance gives! He lives, he lives, who once was
dead, he lives my everlasting Head! He lives all glory to his name, he lives, my Saviour, still the same; what joy the
blest assurance gives, | know that my Redeemer lives! (Samuel Medley StF 303:1,4)

Friday 5" ‘The strife is o’er, the battle done; now is the Victor’s triumph won; O let the song of praise be sung,
Alleluia! On the third morn Christ rose again, glorious in majesty to reign; O let us swell the joyful strain, Alleluial’

Saturday 6™ ‘Lord Jesus, in the days of old two walked with you in waning light; and loves blind instinct made them
bold to crave your presence through the night.” As this Holy Week ends, when night descends, | pray; O leave me not
at close of day! Not this night only, blessed Lord, |, every day, and every hour, would walk with you Emmaus-ward to
hear your voice of love and power; and every night would by your side look, listen and be satisfied. Amen

Give thanks to God for their beauty.

Wednesday 10" Loving Lord - make me bright as silver, and to shine like gold, fresh as springtime blossoms let my
hearts unfold and keep me true to you. (ibid) Amen

Thursday 11* ‘Yes, God is good in earth and sky, from ocean depths and spreading wood. Ten thousand voices seem
to cry: God made us all and God is good.

Tuesday 23™ Tell — enable me to tell of your love, to Share in honesty and humility the story of my relationship with
God, to enable others to find you, and to Live showing those experiences every day reflecting your love.

Wednesday 24" Challenge — Lord help me to challenge, as Nehemiah did when he heard of the plight of those left
behind.
